= Prepare a 0.5 McFarland yeast or cryptococci suspension in NaCl Antifungal Agents & Concentrations (pg/mL)
= Transfer an aliquot into MICRONAUT-RPMI-1640 + MOPS +
Glucose Amphotericin B 0.25-2
= Add AST-Indicator and (if necessary) methylene blue-solution.
Both supplements are part of the AST-Reagent Kit. Anidulafungin 0.002;0.016-4
= |noculate the MICRONAUT-AM EUCAST AFST plate
= Incubate 24-48 hours for yeasts and up to 72 hours for cryptococci Micafungin 0.002;0.008-2
